Silent Teacher

Our dear parents Sri Renduchintala Krishna Murthy garu and Kamala Devi (originally
Rachakonda family), have a family of 5 children. We are 3 brothers and 2 sisters. We became
4 with the passing away of our dearest brother Vishwanath after he completed his engineering
degree.

“Mata Pita Guru Daivam™. Our devout mother pointed to
our father for anything worldly in our lives. Our father took upon
the initial role of Guru in our household. He never demanded
that any of us should become “smart” or develop any particular
life skills as many parents expect from their children these days.
Instead, his focus was on imbibing culture and spiritual aware-
ness in his children. Additionally, he was a strict disciplinarian
andwe always followed him with ultimate respect. He was a
stickler and expected us to get up early, care forour extended
family, help others in their chores, and treat every visitor with the
utmost respect. The respectful way we called him “nanna garu”
truly reflects what he stood for!

Our nannagaru enjoyed the best culinary cuisine that one can imagine. In fact, he ensured
that any family member or friend who entered our house would enjoy our dear mother's
sumptuous food. He had a simple principle “athithidevo mahanubhava.” With this belief, he
treated everyone with the utmost pure affection. He offered every visitor and family member
the best, even with his simple earnings!

Our father never insisted on his children scoring well on exams, nor did he expect us to
go to a well-known school or college. Rather, he emphasized that everyone in the extended
family, including his brothers, should be independent and achieve a solid education. With his
beliefs and principles as our guiding light, we quickly became a family of engineers, mathema-
ticians, and accountants. It wasn't until we had our own families that we realized that his focus
on the universality of education was essential to our success. He led by example as he
became the founding father in setting up an Open University concept at leading universities in
Andhra Pradesh.
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Nannagaru’s devotion to his teachers and professors is unparalleled; he always reveren-
tially kept in touch with them even at the age of 80. As Prof. V VRamanatham Garu, his
mentor and guru told us, he had seen many students who produced remarkable academic
work, but none that both excelled and had guru bhakti like our father. Nannagaru never tried
to demonstrate any of these qualities to us. We simply used to observe and marvel on every
New Year Day & Guru Pournima Day & Teachers Day when he would call his gurus and
mentors and thank them for what they taught him. We were always so afraid to touch any of
his notes or his works. We were all pleasantly surprised to find that he saved all of his letters
from others, his thoughts, and his worldly views in neatly stacked diaries. We think back with
smiles on our faces about how our father would gladly accept any diary that others presented
to him.

As he started reflecting more and more with his advanced age, our father turned inward
and continued to document his thoughts on life. As though he knew he was to pass on the
baton, in the last decade he used to mention that he is lucky that his children chose the path of
Guru, as we all reverentially follow Sri Ganapathy Sachchidananda Swamiji. Our father did
not insist on what we needed to do, but he silently encouraged us on the Guru path and always
greeted every one of us with “Jaya Guru Datta!” Our father truly transferred his responsibility
by pointing us towards our Sadguru.

After our father reached Datta’sfeet, we reverentially explored his library with a sense of
admiration, and we came across his beautiful notes on a wide range of topics including his
thoughts on cooking, the economy, modern medicine, spirituality, and his blessings for the
entire extended family.

We can never repay what our nannagaru has done for us, nor did he ever expect us to!
Rather, we wish to continue following his principles of sharing and giving back. This is our
humble effort in perpetuating life-long scholarships for the needy and for meritorious students.
We also would like to share the daily prayers that uplifted him spiritually. We dedicate this
book with the utmost devotion and respect to our dear silent teacher and nannagaru, Sri
Krishnamurthy Renduchintala.

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JONNALAGADDA FAMILY ENDOWMENT

In memory of Sri Jonnalagadda Venkata Krishnayya, Smt
Manikyamma, and Sri Venkatappayya Sastry

Foreseeing the value of formal education for
future generations of his family, Sri Jonnalagadda
Sitaramayya (1864-1933) moved residence from
Ramanagaram village in Divi Taluka, Krishna dis-
trict to the nearby town of Machilipatnam which
was gaining prominence for higher formal edu-
cation. This helped greatly and all three of his
sons became graduates in the early 1900s.

The youngest son Sri Venkata Krishnayya
(1895 - 1964) received BA and BL degrees from Madras University and practiced law in the
local district and subordinate courts. Realising that this profession did not ensure stable income
except for the very few extremely successful ones, he encouraged his sons to pursue careers of
their interest and expectations. Besides law, Sri Venkata Krishnayya vol-
unteered his time to the promotion of educational facilities in Machilipatnam.
He was elected a member of the Managing Committee of the Hindu Col-
lege, its high school and branches for a number of years. A man of few
words, this deeply caring family patriarch lived an exemplary, principled
life.

Smt. Manikyamma (1913 - 1980), wife of Sri Venkata Krishnayya
was an orphan raised by a loving aunt and married early. A beautiful lady
with child-like simplicity, she was a loving mother, grandmother and great-
grandmother in her lifetime. Together with her husband, she headed a home which supported
several members of Sri Venkata Krishnayya's extended family, and also raised six children who
in turn went on to lead productive lives.

All the three sons of Sri Venkata Krishnayya and Smt. Manikyamma received post-gradu-
ate degrees. The eldest son Sri Venkatappayya Satry (1930-1987) had a brilliant academic
record through high school and college, standing First in Telugu Language and Second in English
Language in the Intermediate examinations of the Andhra University in 1947. Later in 1951, he
secured first rank in BE (Telecommunications) from a premier educational institution of its time
- the College of Engineering at Guindy, Madras. While working in the Indian Telecommunica-
tions Service (ITS), he went to the USA and completed his MS in Electrical and Communica-
tions Engineering, returning in 1971 to continue his service as a government servant. Sri
Venkatappaya Sastry was an erudite scholar who pursued diverse interests like advanced math-
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ematics, computer science, German and Spanish languages, advaita philosophy and poetry and
short stories in Telugu. Despite never having studied music formally, he was deeply interested in
classical carnatic music, sang well, often engaging in "identify the raga" contests with his nieces
and nephews who formally learnt music. His hallmark was his work ethic, personal integrity and
honesty for which he was admired and respected by his colleagues and friends alike. Sri Sastry
was working as Senior Deputy Director General (DDG) of the Post and Telegraphs (P&T)
Board, Govt. of India, New Delhi when his life was cut short by a massive cardiac arrest in
January 1987.

Due to the impact of education on his own family, Sri Rama Sastri the second son of Sri
Venkata Krishnayya and Smt. Manikyamma, and younger brother of Sri Venkatappayya Sastry
instituted this endowment to provide financial assistance to the deserving, and over time this
endowment will be enhanced by other members of the family. He hopes that the beneficiaries
too, when they are settled, will "pay forward" by similarly helping deserving yet financially
challenged students in the future.

JONNALAGADDA SITA DEVI MEMORIAL
ENDOWMENT

Smt. Sita Devi (1941-2009) was the youngest of three children and only girl child born to
Sri Bhamidipati Suryanarayana and his wife Smt. Subbalakshmi. She grew up in Bhimavaram,
West Godavari district alongside her brothers Sri BK Rao and Sri BJ Rao, who were loving and
supportive throughout her life. She was married to Sri JVS Rama
Sastri while still in college. It was her remarkable capacity to adjust to
new surroundings and people that made her transition to Bombay
where she joined her husband as a young girl, then later to Hyderabad
and New Delhi while her husband was working, and finally to various
cities in the United States after his retirement, seem effortless. Be-
sides Telugu and English, she picked up several local languages like
Tamil, Marathi and Hindi, making close lifelong friends wherever she
went, due to her natural social skills and ever-helpful attitude.

While her husband was busy at work, Smt. Sita Devi took com-
plete responsibility of managing the home and taking responsibility for the children and ex-
tended family. Starting with her early twenties upon the death of her father-in-law, she and her
husband assumed responsibility for the well-being of her husband's family: performing the mar-
riages of his two siblings, caring for his mother and elder brother in her home and hosting many
family members over the years. And she still found time to be an exemplary mother. Her focus
while raising children was always on developing good values, providing a good education, and
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teach them responsibility towards family and society, while being spiritually centered. Today, her
children are married with children, active in their communities, and in turn taking care of their
parents, in-laws, and extended families - hopefully fulfilling their mother's aspirations. She had
varied hobbies ranging from knitting, sewing and embroidery to an interest in electrical and
similar work such that she enjoyed fixing electrical, appliances and plumbing problems around
the house.

By the time Sri Sastri retired from the Indian Economic Service (IES) in 1990, all three
children had completed their education in India and USA, gaining multiple advanced degrees
and being well-placed in careers. This helped greatly in leading a happy, contented retired life. A
true Karma Yoga practitioner, Smt. Sita Devi was deeply spiritually inclined from a young age
and after her children became adults, she started spending a lot of time on religious discourses,
bhajans, chanting, and vedantic literature and also community service. She and her husband
undertook pilgrimages with like-minded friends and family. However, she continued to be a pillar
of support for her children and a loving grandmother who helped raise her grandchildren.

Having completed all her worldly tasks and with no more desires left, she passed away
peacefully on an auspicious Poornima (full moon) in December 2009, being strangely prescient
about her own death. She will be remembered for a life lived by example - a highly spiritually
evolved human with a tremendous capacity for deep love, friendship and hard work, and who
was in turn deeply loved and revered.

Realising that children's education was close to her heart, her husband Sri Rama Sastri and
children Rajani Kant, Padma Ranjita and Venu Krishna instituted this endowment to provide
financial assistance to the deserving. They hope that the beneficiaries too, when they are set-
tled, will "pay forward" by similarly helping deserving yet financially challenged students in the
future.

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ANANDARAU ENDOWMENT

““Vadapalli Anandarau was born on August 25th, 1941 at
Berhampur(Ganjam Dt.) Odisha and joined the Andhra Pradesh Cadre of the
Indian Administrative Service in 1964 as an outsider. In a career spanning
more than 37 years, he held the usual posts under the State and Central
Governments including the post of Chief Secretary to the Government of
Andhra Pradesh. After retirement he is devoting his time for doing Gurubhakti
(of the Sant Sad Guru of the Radhasoami Faith, Dayalbagh, Agra, UP) and for
doing Abhyas of Surat Sabda Yoga (or Anhad Sabda Yoga). He has two sons
and a daughter and all of them are well settled in life. He graduated from the
Utkal University in 1960 and obtained a Master’s degree in Nuclear Physics from the Banaras Hindu
University, Varanasi in 1962. He was on the faculty of BHU for two years before joining the IAS in 1964. He
obtained a diploma in Industrial Management in 1975 from RVB, Delft, The Netherlands.”

Dr. K.L. RAO ENDOWMENT

Dr. K.L. Rao was born in a middle class farmer family in Kankipadu, Krishna district, Andhra
Pradesh. His father was a village attorney. He lost his father when he was nine years old. He lost vision in
one eye due to injury during childhood days while playing at school. He stud-
ied Intermediate (+2) at Presidency College, Madras. He took his B.E. degree
fromMadras University and he was the first student from Madras University to
obtain a Master's Degree in engineering. Later he took his Ph.D. in 1939 from
the University of Birmingham in the United Kingdom.

He worked as a Professor in Rangoon and Burma. After completing PHD
he worked as Assistant Professor in the United Kingdom. He wrote a book
called Structural Engineering and Reinforced Concrete. After returning to In-
dia, he worked as a design engineer for the Madras government. He held the
post of Director (Designs) in Vidyut Commission-New Delhi in 1950. He was
promoted as chief engineer in 1954.

He wrote autobiography titled The Cusecs Candidate.

He was elected as a member of parliament from Vijayawada constituency for the first time in 1961. He
was elected as member of parliament three times from the Vijayawada constituency. On 20 July 1963, Rao
was sworn in as a minister for Irrigation and Electricity in the union government. Under his regime as
union minister for water resources, Rao designed many irrigation and hydro-electric projects. Nagarjuna
Sagar Dam, the world's longest masonry dam on River Krishna in Nalgonda District of Andhra Pradesh is
to his credit. Rao worked as union minister in Jawahar Lal Nehru, Lal Bahadur Sastry and Indira Gandhi's
cabinet.[citation needed]

In 2006, the Pulichintala project, at Bellamkonda of Guntur district, has been named as K. L. Rao
Sagar project. In 1963, Rao was awarded the Padma Bhushan for his contribution in the spheres of
irrigation and power.[citation needed] He had been president of the Central Board of Irrigation and
Power][citation needed] and of the All India Engineers Association in 1958-59 and 1959-1960.[1] He was
awarded a doctorate in science by Andhra University in 1960. He was also awarded doctorate by the
Roorkee University in engineering in 1968.
